These spots are
special electroreceptor organs that allow ({&...8221) sharks to feel electromagnetic fields (&
f5§38) and temperature changes in the ocean.

3. Shark skin feels similar to (Ed...48{}l) sandpaper (EME).
Shark skin helps them swim faster by reducing (@4 friction (BEA).

4. Sharks can go into a trance (i#{2).
When you flip (#) a shark upside down (E&ffl), they become stiff (&) and stop moving.

5. Each whale shark’s spot pattern(f£) is unique (E—#H—aY).

Whale sharks are the biggest fish in the ocean. Every whale shark has a different spot
pattern, just like a fingerprint (1g#%).
